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1-Introduction

Official statistics is unreplaceable element in the
Information System to any demographic society.
Official statistics is a product that should be provided
to all beneficiaries with all their varieties and
categories with no priority and on timing with no
discrimination. Therefore, official statistics should be
presented in a clear, accessible, and understandable
way for all users without the needs for a specialized
expert in statistics. Current & Future technology
development should be taken into consideration as a
goal to vary in the statistical dissemination means
and channels to keep up with the profession and
technology development to ensure access to official
statistics for all  beneficiaries according to
international recommendations and standards with
the consideration of fulfilling the needs on one hand
and domestic / national / regional requirements on
the other hand. "' Data dissemination is an official &
fundamental phase represents any statistical activity
and as a tool contributes to enhance trust in the
official statistics in addition to, enhancing the
coopertation & communication with data users.

The  importance of the  Statistical data
dissemination policy relates to what Statistics has as
a great role in the development process in Egypt, and
data dissemination policy depends on set of basic
pillers such as CAPMAS role & their competencies,
the Official Principles of Official Statistics issued
from UN, the importance of disseminating the
statistical data and others of pillers. Also, there are
set of requirements that dissemination policy requires
such as liberty of statistical data useability, data
protection, statistical data quality in addition to
identifying the statistical business partners, statistical
data resources and other requirements.

2-The Role of Statistics in the Development

factor to achieve the comprehensive and sustainable
development. For Official Statistics in  modern
communities form an important element indispensable

development sectors.  Statistical data form a great
importance for economic expertise and researchers;
therefore, it elevates in a direct way the public
awareness of official statistics importance, for the
development considers a ladder and the first steps of
this ladder is the statistical statement; for the world
become now speak nothing but figures and statistics
language, which become under the globalization a
language of understanding and communication
between people and nations all over the globe,
despite of the differences of religion / language /
race / civilization / culture and art .... etc., but they
all agree on using the language of figures and data.

3- Fundamental Pillars of Statistical
Dissemination Policy
3-1: CAPMAS Role
Central Agency for Public Mobilization and

Statistics considers according to Law No. 2915 for
Year 1964, which declared upon a decree from the
President of Arab Republic of Egypt is the Official
Source of collecting statistical data, preparing,
processing, disseminating, and adding the official
feature of the statistical figures in Egypt. Also,
responsible for implementing the statistics operations
and collecting data with all its types, specialties,
levels and implement various general censuses,
social & economic surveys and one of the most
CAPMAS’s goals is to complete the unified and
comprehensive Statistical Work System to keep up
with the developments in various life aspects and to
unify the statistical standards, concepts, definitions,
and terms. In addition to develop the Comprehensive
Information System as a planning & developing tool

in whole fields, putting into consideration the
International, Regional, and National Statistical
Standards.

CAPMAS also considers by a decree an Official
Data Source Provider to all the state’s authorities,
Universities, Research Centers, public authorities,
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public sector/ public business sector, International
Organizations and all statistical data users of
statistical data, and reports that help in work of
planning, development, evaluation, draw policies
and making decisions.

The National Statistics Office of Egypt has
enormous human capabilities, peculiar technical
expertise and developed technical devices, which
are the most important agency of the state in a time
data, represent the most important factor to achieve
any success or development in all fields and
activities in the State.

3-2: CAPMAS Responsibilities

Central Agency for Public Mobilization and
Statistics undertakes their responsibility of which
provided in 1% Article in the decree from President
of Arab Republic of Egypt Law No. 35 for year
1960, and according to Article No. 6 from President
of Arab Republic of Egypt decree Law No. 2915 for
year 1964.

CAPMAS always keen to facilitate obtaining the
statistical data with all various regular or electronic
means of dissemination and with justice between
the whole data users through the following:

v To provide Statistical information and data

which the State’s Agencies, Researchers,
Planners,  Authorities,  Universities, Research
Centers, and Regional and International

Organizations’ needs and others.

v' To disseminate Statistical information and data
and to provide the whole wusers justly and
transparently at the same time.

v" To conduct Census and Statistics that needed by
the entire State’s sectors.

v A complete coordination between CAPMAS
with the State’s agencies and the other entities
with the research centers and researchers, who
conduct statistics to ensure no duplication in data
production.

v To enumerate the human and financial
capabilities of governmental agencies, and
private sector to fulfill the demands and needs of
the State from the civilian sector, to be used in
cases of disasters and crises.
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v To support and reinforce the cooperation in the
statistical field with Regional / International
Organization and the corresponding statistical
agencies.

v' To disseminate Statistical Awareness among the
entire community categories.

3-3: United Nations Definition of Official Statistics

«Statistics are released by the government
institutions and  official institutions  inside  the
State, these statistics includes various fields such
as Demographic, Economic, and Social according
to the statistical processing which corresponds
with the International standardsy.

3-4: Fundamental Principles of Official Statistics®

Public Trust in official statistics depends on the
independence of the statistical authority, which
produces these official statistics, their professional
integrity, and the clear & accurate scientific
methodology to provide the official statistical data
equal for all. As the fundamental principles of
official statistics are implemented on all levels of
statistical agencies in the world to improve the
international statistical system performance.

The Practices are as follows:

1- On April 15, 1992, the Economic Commission for
Europe laid down basic principles for official
statistics.

2- A Teamwork of statistical experts commissioned
the Statistics Committee of the Economic and
Social Commission for Western Asia (ESCWA) to
study this formula, and it was approved in
principle at its 8™ session, held in (Bangkok) in
November 1993.

3- The United Nations Statistical Commission
adopted the basic principles of official statistics
during its special session held on April 11-15,
1994,

) Official principles of Official Statistics, United Nations, 2014.
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These
fundamentals:

principles depend on the following

1- Official Statistics data is a Fundamental base for
sustainable development in the fields of Economic,
Demographic,  Social,  Environment and the
exchange of knowledge & trade between the world
countries and peoples.

2- Public Trust in official statistical data is essential
issue and depends so far on respecting the basic
ethics & principles that form the base of any
democratic society seeks to self-understanding and

respect the individuals’ rights.

3- Official Statistics Quality, hence the quality of
data provided by the government, researchers, and
the public depends so far on the citizens, institutions
cooperation and all data sources to provide proper
and trusted data, as a target to meet the users’ needs
perfectly.

4- The Utmost Efforts which made by the
government and non-government organization works
in the statistical field, to set standards & concepts to
facilitate the various countries’ comparison.

5- The International Statistical Institute  (ISI)
declaration on the career ethics and based on these
bases the official principles of official statistics have

been identified according to the International
Standards, which are:
v' Proportionality, —impartialty, and equality to

access official statistics.
v" Professional Standards & Ethics.
v' Responsibility & Transparency.
v" Preventing Improper Use of Official Statistics.
v' Official Statistics Sources.
v’ Confidentiality (Privacy).
v’ Legislation.

v" National Coordination.
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v International Standards Use.
v International Cooperation.

3-5: Open Data and Official Data

Open data which can be freely used and re-used by
anyone and redistributed for any purpose with the

necessity to define standards.

This definition includes the following criteria:

® Availability: Data must be available in a proper
form, as well as can be reused on most of the
current programs not inconsistent with the principle
of data confidentiality of individuals, households,
and establishments.

® The Re-Use and Re-distribution: The data
provider must allow for the reuse and redistribution,
including linking to other data sets.

® Equal Access: Everyone should be able to use, re-
use, and re-distribute data.
By following these criteria, all data released by
statistical offices can be classified as open data.
However, these standards cannot be applied
directly to official statistics, as they must be in line
with the fundamental principles of official statistics
issued by the United Nations.

3-6: Quality Assurance Framework of Statistical

Data®

Relying on the statistical quality assurance
framework issued by CAPMAS, which target in an
official way to solidification the statistical work
principles to produce statistics data with high
quality and reinforce the users trust in various data

levels, which CAPMAS releases, where CAPMAS

recommendations in the statistical work field, which
confirms the importance of the quality framework
of statistical data that helps on a trusted statistical
data, in addition to depending on the quality results
in the continuous improvement; in order to increase
the statistical product creditability and to earn all the
data users’ trust whether the domestic or the
international level.

3-7: Integrated & Efficient Policy of the Statistical
Administration in CAPMAS
The policy depends on the quality assurance

department with what fulfill the needs & requirements
of CAPMAS partners and data users, also depends on
the efficient leadership that gives priorities, encourage
cooperation, and activate communication among
CAPMAS sectors for the work system integration
from work fields, technology, and statistics. Thus, to
reach the final output of the statistical product which
all sectors participate within, in addition to it enables
CAPMAS management leaders of monitoring, follow
up and developing.

3-8: Importance of Statistical Data Disse mination

Statistical ~ data  dissemination  considers  a
fundamental step of the statistical processes’ steps and
without this step the statistical process cannot achieve
the desired interest, therefore CAPMAS pursue to
build an

disseminating and generalizing the statistical products

integrated  dissemination  system  for
for the various users’ category through the traditional
& electronic dissemination means and identifying &
using the latest electronic dissemination techniques to
achieve this target. Whereas the statistical work in
general and data dissemination in particular; ruled by
legislations (Statistics Law), therefore, it is important
to review these legislations and improving them to fit

with the latest developments.
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4- Dissemination Policy Requirements

4-1: Liberty of the Usability of Statistical Data
Liberty of the usability is known as it basically

linked with two rights of human rights and each one of
them set separately. First: The right of Expressing,
Second: The right to know, which The Egyptian
Constitution confirmed in 2014 Article No. 68, that
information, data, statistics, and official documentation
are owned by the public community, and the State
declared that it should be announced from their various
resources, to be provided, and to be available with
transparency for it considered a right to every citizen.
But under this right there are special information must
be recognized and requires data security and phrasing.

CAPMAS is the official authority for the National
Statistical System, which includes statistical work
partners and responsible for the interrelated
coordination in the field of data dissemination and
reach the balance between disseminating or not.

Dissemination: is a guaranteed right for all to access
data & information, whether public authorities,
private or civilian organizations.

Non-dissemination (prohibited): Related to microdata,
whether it is individuals, households, or
establishments data.

4-2: Statistical Business Partners

4-3: Sources of Statistical Data

4-3-1: Censuses

1) Population_Censuses

Public Census of Population is: enumerating all
individuals from existed citizens & foreigners live
inside the geographic border of the State during the
counting  night,

by collecting their demographi,

social and  economic  characteristics  data.
Census includes counting all the characteristics &
contents of buildings from housing units / non
housing units, counting all the characteristics of

establishments.

Egypt conduct this census every 10 years,

was the last enumeration of population census in
Egypt — 14" census in modern Egyptian Censuses’
Series, where this census has been designed and
implemented with all its phases using the latest
techniques.

Public Census of Population & Establishments
considers one of the most important statistical
processes which CAPMAS conducts as a national

project that provides a fundamental database for
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Planning and comprehensive development.

3) Economic_Censuses

Economic Census is the comprehensive counting

to the whole economic units inside certain
geographic borders during a Time period, as a target
to  collect, tabulating, evaluating, analyzing,

disseminating, and distributing the fundamental data
of economic activities for the entire establishments
(Number of employees, wages, production
requirements, production, fixed assets, added value).

According to the International recommendations
economic census conduct regularly every five years
and CAPAMS conducted until now five economic
censuses with the comprehensive modern concept,
which is:

- 1% Economic Census: 1991/1992
- 2" Economic Census: 1996/1997
- 3"Economic Census: 2000/2001
- 4™ Economic Census: 2012/2013
- 5" Economic Census: 2018/2019

Economic Census importance is to provide a
whole picture and detailed information on the
structure, the economic activities characteristics and
the geographic distributions which used to measure
the economic growth, as well as the great
importance of the economic data census for the
national accounts and for monitoring the GDP
whether on the national level or the domestic level
for each governorate, in addition to identifying the
labor’s structure in every economic activity and their
various distributions according to their professions.

4-3-2: Surveys

scientific statistical methods and ways to generalize

the results to represent the entire community.

Some of the most important surveys that CAPAMS
conducts are Labor Force, HIECS, CPI, and PPI.

4-3-3: Administrative Registers

Administrative  Registers considers an important
source for the official statistics, and the use of
administrative  registers vary in the statistical

Agencies a great variation, while CAPMAS depends
on these registers which ministries and authorities
make as a source of data sources such as vital
statistics data (Marriage & Divorce — Birth & Death),
and Foreign Trade.

Therefore, arrangements are sets between
CAPMAS and the other agencies responsible for the
administrative registers data to facilitate the use for
the statistical purposes.

4-4: Types of Statistical Data

Statistical Data: is Information and statistical data
relates to a phenomenon requires measurements and
a study, and statistical data varies in type and
characteristics according to the differences of the
phenomenon which is understudy and with the

research method and the used statistical tools.

4-4-1: Raw Data (Microdata)

Raw data: is a collected data from its sources and
tabulated then coded. The data can not be used unless

it is qualified for the public use.

Qualifying Raw data considers an essential
element of the statistical process which CAPAMS
carry out, where the documentation of data prepared

for every survey or study conducted by CAPAMS.
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furthermore, to archive all printed publication of
CAPAMS. Due to the large number of surveys and
studies that CAPAMS conducted, there is a precious
treasure of data worth to be qualified for the public
use through processing these data and disseminated
on "NADA Portal - Microdata Cataloging Tool" - an
indexing system on the web works as a gate to
researchers to browse, search, compare and download
special data in surveys; this is according to CAPAMS
policy for microdata dissemination in various forms.
So, it can benefit the research centers, universities,
researchers, and others. This includes in the
accredited general publishing directions at CAPMAS
and the International Statistical Recommendations
about the necessities of providing the statistical data
in all forms with what fits with the technology
development requirements.

e Qualifying Data Definition

Qualifying data: is to prepare and process raw
data to enable the user to understand the data with
considering the possibility of multiple methods of
reading data and using it easily with ensuring the
confidentiality of micro data and preserving its
privacy, in addition to prepare the necessary
documentation for these data.

e Qualifying Data Target

In order to, benefits the users’ groups from
available data in CAPAMS and to be provided for
the public use, and that to achieve the utmost
interest in planning for decision-makers for better
future and a fruitful investment base on scientific
basses, with considering the confidentiality of
microdata (population - establishments) as well as
the researchers and academics.

e Raw Data Types

Raw data varies according to the subject privacy
and the entity that requires data and their targets,
and such as the following types:

1) Raw Data for Limited Use

Academic side and Research centers represent the
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mediate step between the official statistics producer
and the user for purposes of policies and planning,
where research centers contribute in an effective way
in transforming statistics & statistical tables to
understandable information and can be used by
decision makers and policy makers. For this group of
user’s needs requires access to raw data in more
detailed in coding groups comparing to available
data for public use, therefore it lays upon the
statistics agencies challenges to create balance
between these needs and between committing with
the specific reference terms that guarantees the
statistics agencies right from fiddle with or using
these data from other parties not qualified to access
and using this type of data in a way that affects the
creditability of the statistical figure resulted from the
misuse of data, also results should be viewed by the
agency to ensure that it follow the concepts, terms
and methods in analyzing with what lines with every
indicator according to the International
recommendations. As well as it requires
confirmation in case of desiring the use of data in
other targets not approved by the statistical agency
yet to be officially approved according to new
reference  Term with considering the microdata
confidentiality.

2) Raw Data for Special Use

It requires often from specific authorities
responsible for planning and development to demand
access for more detailed raw data files on both the
geographic level and the coding category level, as
this requirement make it more challenging in the
process of micro data protection and because of the
importance of providing such data for some users, it
lays on the statistical agencies shoulder to commit
with the provision of the statistics Law and to keep
up with development of the user needs at the same
time and that requires extra efforts in identifying
general framework and reference terms clarifying

responsibilities and selecting specific individuals to
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use it and guarantee not to transfer data to any other
entity. Also, to present any results to CAPAMS in
case of desiring publishing or relying on it in
phrasing policies, as well as referring in researchs
that results based on the agency analysis by relying
on a raw data file with considering the confidentiality
of microdata with considering the full confedintiality
of microdata (population — establishments) and to
refer that CAPMAS is the source of these data.
Automation & the used methodology in the analysis
should be identified and review these studies and
researchs before publishing by CAPMAS approval
and to preserve the confidentialty of microdata
(population — establishment).

e Statistical Databases

Providing statistical databases on the internet and
users is one of the most important modernities in
dissemination in the field of statistical data and at the
same context this evolution considers a great
challenge face the statistical agencies, for it requires
special procedures in the field of security and data
protection by ensuring not to manipulate the
statistical terms by modifying, deleting, or misusing.
In addition to, studying carefully and intensely the
expected data before disseminating on the network to
ensure all the agency rights, and to study and prepare
the appropriate mechanism from forms and clear
determined reference terms completed on the
network. With preserving the confidentiality of micro
data (population — establishment).

e Microdata files and Disseminating Formats

Micro data files stored in various formats of
various electronic statistical programs such as Excel,
text, SPSS, STATA, SAS, or other micro data
formats and can also be stored in database form like
Teradata, Oracle, SQL and for convenient use, data
producers should provide specialized software to
automatically convert data files from one format to

another.

e Techniqgues based on banning individual

information

Based techniques ban the data presented or the
informatics content of it by modifying the micro data
filed as a target to exclude variables or records relates
to an individual without any confusion, which is:

A- Taking samples: instead of disseminating the
whole micro data file.

B- Comprehensive recoding: by regrouping values
according to previous specific classifications so
no individual answers show.

C- Regrouping the upper & lower values: this
process in case of rarely digital or ordinal
variables exists in extreme upper or lower
values, which can identify the identity of the
respondents especially in the economic activities
with limited number.

D- Positional deletion: is used when there is a
mutual approach of two individual variables can
lead to the identification of a specific person.

E- Deleting some variables: required when handling
information  considers  inappropriate  to  be
published especially those related data of
economic activities with limited number.

F- Deleting some Records is an important process
sometime to maintain the anonymity of the
respondents’ identity with one set of variables.

e Broadcasting timing of Microdata

Production and dissemination of microdata files
should be

preferably to disseminate a part of the microdata or

included in the broadcasting cycle,
aggregated data intended for a large audience, then
the total of complete microdata later to make the
necessary analyzes, where CAPMAS disseminates
the data with the announcement of the survey results
of the main researchs and after within the following

three years the rest of microdata disseminated.
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4-4-2: Metadata

The Method of collecting data and tabulation, then
summarizing it is considering one of the most
important functions of statistics for no benefit of raw
data or describing different phenomenon of interest
unless data collected and displayed in a tabular form
or in a diagram and calculating some simple
statistical indicators that guide us to the nature of
data.

Based on CAPMAS message, vision and values
and in line with the principle of transparency and
meeting the users’ needs, CAPMAS publishes
metadata on statistics of which they produce and
publishe, where the data is described accurately so
that any person or entity can use these data without
returning to the source of the statement for help in
understanding the statement, as well as it works to
clarify concepts, terminology, and used
methodologies in data collection, in addition to
qualifying micro data to data qualified for usage.

CAPAMS disseminate these data in accordance
with the International Standards in this field or with
the Fundamental Principles of Official Statistics
issued from the United Nations and which correlate
with metadata, and to achieve these standards, it
should consider the following:

1) A well-defired and documented metadata
management system exists.

2) Metadata is documented, saved, and disseminated
according to the International Standards.

3) Metadata is disseminated along with the statistical
results.

4) Facilitate access to metadata, update it regularly,
and make it available to users.

5) Establish a policy for archiving statistics and
metadata.

6) Communicates with users to clarify any inquiries
regarding metadata.
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7) To Provide training courses for CAPAMS staff to
clarify the importance of metadata and how to
document and use fit.

For this purpose, CAPAMS applied the following
International Standards with data documentation
which issued by the International Household Survey
Network (IHSN) —
representatives from the International Organizations
Groupe to run this Network such as UNSD, ILO,

WHO, and other organizations, as follows:

it consists of a set of

1) Data Documentation_Initiative (DDI)

Data Documentation Initiative allows to present a
detailed description for all the survey or study
aspects from the start until the final output format,
for it includes data on the survey purpose, the
method of statement collection, methodology and
response rate, in addition to hundreds of elements
and features that can be used data set documentation,
thus it placed in front of the beneficiary or the
statement user all details that enable him to use data

correctly.

2) Dublin_Core Metadata Initiative (DCM )

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4-5: The Automations for Applying & Assessing
Data Quality Policy

There is a focus at the present time on the issue of
data quality by the statistical institutions and
agencies, as well as international organizations that
works in this field. It has become imperative for
organizations and statistical agencies to justify the
budgets spent on statistical operations with the type
and quality of the services provided from statistics to
beneficiaries of the statistical production of these
agencies, and therefore this focus on the use of
statistics and the need for it leads to focus on the
quality concept of what is provided from the
statistical products to fulfill these needs.

Applying and evaluating statistical data quality
considers one of the important issues that must be
focused on when we mention data dissemination
policy, as the reliability of its dissemination depends
on the extent of applying the statistical data quality.

4-5-2 The Automations for Applying Data

Data quality of statistical surveys considers an
important target which CAPAMS seeks to achieve
in the field of data quality to deliver a statistical
product with high creditability and trust to serve the
national  planning  purposes, taking  decisions,
drawing policies and for scientific researchs.

e Method of executing the data quality control
in statistical surveys:

Through setting a comprehensive framework
for the survey quality and identified with rate
between 5% to 10% of the survey sample and to
represent of all the governorates a scientific
representation through the following:

1) To select a sample with a specific rate from
the daily work of the researcher, then a quality
researcher re-interview this household sample to
collect their data once again.

2) Then comparing between the field researcher
data with the quality researcher data and identify
the daily differences.

3) Then verifying the errors with the presence of
the field researcher.

4) Re-contact the household or the companies
through the Unit of Call Back by selecting a
sample almost represent 30% of the survey forms
in all the Republic governorates and to check the
most  important survey indicators with the
household or the companies, then conduct a
comparison between the call back data and the

field researcher data to identify the most
important differences.

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5) Prepare special reports of data quality
assessment that includes notices as well as the
recommendations related to avoiding errors and
determine their sources and the causer, then deliver
these reports to the  responsible  higher
administrative level for the survey.

4-5-3 The Automations for Applying Data Quality
in Current Statistics

CAPMAS works on providing statistics and
information  that covers the whole fields of
Economic, Social and Environment in the Arab
Republic of Egypt. Those statistics are collected by
multiple  methods such as (field interview -
administrative registers — merging both methods) also
it differs in the collecting cycle according to the
nature of every statistic and the working
methodology  differs ~ between  (comprehensive
counting — sample).

The quality control process starts with the
process of extracting the specified framework for the
sources of data collection, whereby it is ensured that
the framework conforms to the real work, and that
these sources will achieve their intended target, then
verifying the time frame for the field implementation
to achieve the work targets , and that the timing of
collection achieves the periodicity of collecting, as
well as, it helps to extract the bulletin at the specified
time after reviewing, auditing, coding and scheduling
process.

4-8: Data Protection

Data protection & Individual privacy is the basic
principle of the general statistical business. Statistical
confidentiality is regulated in the Egyptian Statistics
Law - Article No. (3) of Law No. 35 of 1960, as
amended by Law No. 28 of 1982 - as the data

obtained by CAPAMS through Censuses or
statistical surveys cannot be used except for
statistical purposes, and any exceptions must be

regulated by law. Statistical confidentiality is used to

ensure that data on individuals, companies, or

businesses are not used in  administrative,

supervisory, tax or supervisory activities. It is also

prohibited to publish results in a form that allows

drawing conclusions about individuals or legal
entities.
Statistics  confidentiality is supported through

organizational measures. For example, all persons

assigned to collect confidential data are obligated to

maintain this confidentiality.

5- Statistics & Dissemination Policy

Statistics importance has increased enormously
in modern world and with it has increased the
importance of increasing the statistical awareness
and disseminate "digital culture” among citizens. For
we live in a world full of data, and it has become
easy for many people to obtain a huge amount of it
thanks to the media and modern communication and
information  technologies.  Especially the Internet,
and what it provides from access to countless
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websites that provide information of varying degrees
of quality and reliability, and in these circumstances,
it becomes increasingly important for the citizen to
acquire a degree of basic statistical knowledge and
statistical thinking skills, to help him to access the
information he is aware of, and to enable him to rely
on its correct connotations. To  facilitate
understanding of our data, the Central Agency for
Public Mobilization and Statistics (CAPAMS) has
through these recent years developed visual and
digital publication of statistics, which enables users
to find a huge number of data, statistics, studies and
researchs that are easy to understand and to deal
with.

The statistical dissemination essential principle is
to provide a large number of data and the largest
number as possible of information with high-quality
for a large number of users in more appropriate form
for them justly and transparency, so the goal of
providing data is to cooperate at the end to meet the
purposes of the users and improve the statistical
knowledge through a widespread use, in order to
achieve a balance between protecting respondents'
data and data users' access to statistical data under
equal conditions.

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5-3-1-1 Providing Public Access to the Statistical Data

CAPMAS is committed to disseminate the
official statistics as a public commodity, that should
be provided for the public use and by using all the
available methods of dissemination with what goes
with the technology development.

Explication:

The Statistical agency is responsible for
providing the official statistics and data through the
various methods provided for all users free with
presenting and facilitating help for users to utilize
from all statistics with what in line with statistics
dissemination with the users’ needs and to focus on
using the whole dissemination methods whether
electronic usages or printed publication or reports
if necessary.

Execution:

(1) The principle of providing the data and
providing statistics for free is to publicize
these statistics to public & private audiences
whether it is readable /audible - paper
lelectronic and in forms such as tables, graphs,
written text, or spatial data.

Interest is increasing in the statistical data
locally, regionally, and globally, with the method of
accessing them fast and with an international quality
at the appropriate times. In this context, CAPMAS
website is considered a specialized statistical and
scientific portal in the official statistical system in
Egypt, and an additional step in the process of
developing the environment and the requirements of
the Egyptian statistical work. CAPMAS publishes
metadata for the statistical products to facilitate the
user’s identification of variables and methodologies.

Also, they use two types of storage techniques,
the first is "Microfilm documentation of surveys and

5-3-2-6 Special Data Dissemination Standard Plus®

The International Monetary Fund
established the  special data  dissemination
standard plus in 2012 to support and
complement the Fund's data-related initiatives.
The standard aims to help member countries
publish comprehensive, up-to-date, and easy-to-

access economic and financial statistical data.

This standard is based on the Special Standard
for Data Dissemination (SDDS) - which Egypt
previously participated in in 2005 - where all
subscribers to the special standard allowed to adhere
to the enhanced private standard (SDDS Plus) and
encouraged by the Fund to do so. The Fund launched
this enhanced standard in November 2014, when
eight countries announced their formal commitment
to higher standards for economic and financial
statistical data, by adhering to the enhanced formula

America), and the fund currently includes (26)
countries  participating in the special standard
enhanced for data dissemination.

As CAPMAS facilitates for all data users from
researchers,  whether they are  statisticians,
economists, or others, CAPMAS provides and
publishes public data, as well as raw data qualified
for the public use of Egyptian Censuses and the most
important surveys that CAPMAS conducts.

1- Censuses

A- General census of population, housing and
establishments

Egypt conducts the Public Census of Population,
housing and establishments every 10 years, and the
latest Census 2017 is the 14'" in the Egyptian Census
Series.
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The Public Census of Population, Housing and
Establishments is one of the most important
statistical operations that CAPMAS conduct as a
national project that provides a basic database for the
comprehensive  planning and development, also
CAPMAS provides data for this census as soon as
the final results are announced through the official
website of CAPMAS, or data requested from
researchers directly from the agency. With the
technology progress that took place in the
methodology of the last census, these results became
available faster than in previous censuses, as the final
results were announced, only two months after the
end of the field work, while it took about two years
in previous Ccensuses.

As census is important for what its results
provides, CAPMAS provide 10% of the raw census
data available as raw data qualified for the public
use.

B- The economic census

Egypt has known Economic Censuses since 1942
by conducting the first comprehensive census of
establishments, then followed by a series of these
censuses that were carried out every 3 years. The
economic census was initially part of the public
population census plan until it became separated
since 1964, then in 1967, then in 1972, until the First
Comprehensive Economic Census was conducted in
1991/1992.

According to International Recommendations,
Economic Censuses are conducted regularly every 5
years. CAPMAS has so far implemented 5 Economic
Censuses in the modern comprehensive sense, and

2- The most important surveys of the device

A- Income, Expenditure and Consumption Survey

Income, Expenditure and Consumption Survey
(HIECS) is considered one of the important
household statistical surveys conducted by the
Central Agency for Public Mobilization and Statistics
as a target of providing basic data that are relied upon
in studying the standard of living and identifying the
level of income and consumption patterns and the
changes that occur to them, as a result of economic
and social changes in the society. The survey was
conducted in a periodic manner every 5 years, and
starting with year 2008/2009 survey, it has been
conducted in a two-year periodicity, and the complete
transformation has been made in conducting this
survey from a paper-based method of data collection
to an integrated system for collecting data
automatically, as the data of this survey were
collected electronically since 2015, and one of the
main reasons behind this transformation is to reduce
the time gap between data collection and
dissemination.  After completing the survey and
announcing its results, then it disseminated and
provided in a folders formate on the official website
of CAPMAS, and the qualified raw data of the survey
for public use will be available with 100% of
researches which extend from year (1999-2000) to
year (2012-2013), while the survey data provided
with 50% of total survey data in year 2015 and 2017,
with announcing the survey results data become
available with 50% and after 5 years of the survey
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results announcement the qualified data become
available for the public use with 100%.

B- Labor Force Survey

Labor force survey date in Egypt back to year
1957 where the first survey conducted in November
of that year. CAPMAS conducts labor force survey
to produce data on manpower size, workforce,
employment
addition to the geographical distribution and labor

measures and  unemployment, in
force type (employed /unemployed) according to the
various characteristics, and the survey conducted in
four annual quarters (January / April/ July/ October)

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The Ministry of Agriculture and Land Reclamation
is the authority that responsible for implementing the
agricultural census in Egypt, and the Central Agency
for Public Mobilization and Statistics participates
with the ministry in the committees responsible for
preparing the agricultural census form and making
observations or adding some questions to obtain a
useful data for the decision-makers, in order to,
maximize the desired benefit from it.

Agriculture Census Definition

A comprehensive counting of the national
agricultural economic structure in a specific period of
time in one agricultural year, by collecting
comprehensive and accurate data on agricultural
production units (agricultural holdings), as well as the

numbers of livestock, animals, poultry, beehives,
mechanical agricultural machinery and agricultural
workers, in addition to an inventory of buildings,

families and housing units.

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5-5: The future development of dissemination
policy in the light of data revolution

The data revolution is a term referring to the open
data movement, and the huge flow of making big
data available, especially with the emerge of artificial
intelligence and the increase in the size, diversity and
speed of data, and in the light of the massive
industrial revolution, technological development and
the resulting explosion in digital data, the volume of
data has increased around the world and big data has
become a major artery in all fields of life, as it was
stated in the annual report issued by the United
Nations in 2017, that the volume of data increased
significantly during the previous two years of the
same year by 90%, and that the data can be increased
annually by 40%.

The term Big Data refers to very large data that is
difficult to process in traditional methods, and this
concept was not popular until the beginning of the
first decade of the twenty-first century.

The importance of this revolution of data and the
availability of big data is due to the fact that it saves
costs, especially in the economic field, reduces time
and effort, and helps in decision-making processes. It
has also been employed for development goals since
2015, which were then known as the sustainable
development goals.

In view of this large amount of huge data and the
huge revolution of data, CAPMAS is working on
continuing improvement and development its data
dissemination policy in line with this huge amount of
data, through the development of its official website,
and work on the availabilty of available data
Accordingly, in addition to participating with
international and regional organizations and various
statistical agencies on this subject.
